       Now you see it, now you don’t! Last week you saw trees and flowers and ornaments—now you don’t!  That’s because a 
team of people determined to cleanse the building of every vestige of Christmas decorations was so successful in their mission!  
I wasn’t here to see most of it, but I heard rumors that certain members of the team were extremely aggressive, cutting down 
any poinsettia in their path, cutting up dried greenery with abandon and sweeping and vacuuming the floors like there was no 
tomorrow. Well, that’s what I heard. 
       A big ‘THANK YOU’ goes out to everyone who helped retire the season for another year. But, as you all know, this ‘big 
house’ requires constant attention, more than any one person or small group of persons can consistently maintain.  Many things 
aren’t obvious as they can be easily overlooked.

You could 
come at various times during the week...there’s always someone around to let you in.   
       All the parts of the church need attention, including the basement, the lower chapel, the choir loft, the bell towers, the attics, 
the gardens, the vestibules, steps, ramps, closets and nooks and crannies from 20 feet under to 100 feet above.  We have an ex-
quisite treasure which is difficult to maintain. If we want it to be in tip top shape, it will require a lot more people than we’ve 
had up till this point.

It’s OUR church and the responsibilities should be shared as they are at each of 
our homes by parents and children, young and mature alike!  

I can show 
you an extensive list and you  from which you might choose an item or two if you so desire.  It’s a never-ending venture having 
a building the size of this, one which requires many bodies  for its loving care. Will you please help out?

More than a dozen parishion-
ers responded to the call to remove 
the Christmas decorations that had 
graced our beautiful church for 
weeks.  They worked so well to-
gether, and so quickly, that just 
about everything was down and put 
away by 2:30!  Of course, the real 
cleaning, dusting, sweeping, and 
vacuuming took a few more hours.  

But if it weren’t for the dedicated souls who showed up last 
Sunday, we would probably still be packing! 
      When I was four years old, I remember playing in the living 
room during the summer time and coming across a couple of 
old Christmas tree needles that had managed to escape the vac-
uum cleaner months before.  What a marvelous discovery!  Al-
though it was a long time ago, I still remember the sense of 
wonder and awe that I felt when I was given this little reminder 
of Christmas when I least expected it.  I picked those needles 
up, twisted them in my fingers, and broke them to release the 
balsam fragrance that still lay trapped within.  A little wisp of 
Christmas once again.   
      When you are a kid, time seems to go so slowly — the 
months between Christmas and summer seem like an eternity.  
Boy, that sure changes as we get older, doesn’t it?  Especially 
in church, it seems as if we are always living in the future.  Lent 
is two and a half weeks away, and we are now making plans for 
Holy Week.  In a couple of weeks we will turn our sights to 
planning Corpus Christi and the rest of the summer.

      Of course, our diligent church cleaning crews will continue 
to sweep, dust, and vacuum until they are as gone as we can get 
them.

PASTORAL MESSAGE                                                  JANUARY 20, STYCZNIA 2007 

Chrzescijanska Nadzieja 
Co to znaczy miec nadzieje? Na 

c z y m  p o l e g a  m i e c  n a d z i e j e  
chrzescijanska? Nadzieja prawdziwa 
wynika ze spotkania z Bogiem. Tak 
stwierdza Ojciec swiety Benedykt XVI 
w nowej encyklice „O chrzescijanskiej 
nadziei”. Papiez odwoluje sie przy tym 
do listu sw. Pawla Apostola do Efezjan: 
zanim Efezjanie spotkali Chrystusa, nie 
mieli nadziei, poniewaz nie mieli 
«Boga na tym swiecie».  Dla nas, chrzescijan, jest to nadzieja 
ze spotkania z Bogiem, który w Jezusie z Nazaretu stal sie 
czlowiekiem.  

Dla nas, którzy od zawsze zyjemy z chrzescijanska koncepcja 
Boga i przywyklismy do niej, posiadanie nadziei, która  pochodzi z 
rzeczywistego spotkania z Bogiem, jest juz czyms z czego niemal 
nie zdajemy sobie sprawy - pisze Benedykt XVI w swojej 
encyklice. Przyklad swietej naszych czasów moze nam w jakiejs 
mierze dopomóc w zrozumieniu tego, co oznacza po raz pierwszy i 
rzeczywiscie spotkac Boga. Mysle o Afrykance Józefinie Bakhicie, 
kanonizowanej przez papieza Jana Pawla II. Urodzila sie okolo 
1869 roku – sama nie znala precyzyjnej daty – w Darfurze w 
Sudanie. W wieku dziewieciu lat zostala porwana przez handlarzy 
niewolników, byla bita do krwi i piec razy sprzedawana na targach 
niewolników w Sudanie. Ostatecznie, jako niewolnica, znalazla sie 
na sluzbie u matki i zony pewnego generala, gdzie kazdego dnia 
byla chlostana do krwi. Pozostaly jej po tym do konca zycia 144 
blizny. W 1882 roku zostala kupiona przez pewnego wloskiego 
kupca dla wloskiego konsula Callista Legnaniego, który wobec 
ofensywy mahdystów powrócil do Wloch. Znajac tak okrutnych 
«panów», których do tej pory byla wlasnoscia, tu Bakhita poznala 
«Pana» calkowicie innego, zyjacego Boga, Boga Jezusa 
Chrystusa – w dialekcie weneckim, którego sie nauczyla, nazywala 
Go «Paron» (Pan). Do tej pory znala tylko panów, którzy ja 
ponizali i maltretowali albo – w najlepszym przypadku – uwazali 
ja za uzyteczna niewolnice. Teraz natomiast uslyszala o istnieniu 
«Parona», który jest ponad wszystkimi panami, jest Panem panów, 
oraz ze ten Pan jest dobry, jest uosobieniem dobroci. Dowiedziala 
sie, ze ten Pan zna takze ja, ze ja stworzyl – co wiecej, ze ja kocha. 
Równiez ona byla kochana wlasnie przez najwyzszego «Parona», 
w porównaniu z którym wszyscy inni panowie sa jedynie marnymi 
slugami. Ona sama byla znana, kochana i oczekiwana. Co wiecej, 
ten Pan osobiscie poznal los bitego, a teraz oczekiwal jej «po 
prawicy Boga Ojca». Teraz miala «nadzieje» – juz nie nikla 
nadzieje na znalezienie panów mniej okrutnych, ale wielka 
nadzieje: jestem do konca kochana i cokolwiek sie zdarzy, jestem 
oczekiwana przez te Milosc. A zatem moje zycie jest dobre. Przez 
poznanie tej nadziei zostala «odkupiona», nie czula sie juz 
niewolnica, ale wolna córka Boga. Rozumiala to, co sw. Pawel 
mial na mysli, gdy przypominal Efezjanom, ze przedtem byli 
pozbawieni nadziei i Boga na ziemi – nie mieli nadziei, bo nie mieli 
Boga ( „O chrzescijanskiej Nadziei”). 

Bakhita spotkala Boga, ale to spotkanie umozliwili jej ludzie. 
Spotkala Go dzieki jej ostatniemu wlascicielowi, który potrafil 
dostrzec w niej czlowieka. To uczynilo wyznawana przez niego 
wiare - chrzescijanstwo - wiarygodna i stalo sie dla niej przyczyna 
odkrycia swojej wartosci i zródlem nadziei odkrytej w poznaniu

      Prior to work beginning on building 
our church, the pastor, Father Anton 
Kolaszewski wrote to Bishop Richard 
Gilmour. The letter stated, “The pastor, 
councilmen, and parishioners of St. 
Stanislaus congregation ask your 
Lordship’s kindness to examine and 
approve the plans  and specifications of a 
new church to be erected… The plans 
and specifications are complete, bids of 
different contractors obtained to ascertain 
the accurate expenses of the entire 
building. Subscriptions have been taken 
up and that even on a very low rate, so as 
not to make it too burdensome for the 
good but poor people. A contract has 
been made with every parishioner to pay 
within three years the sum he has 
subscribed… Our intention is to build the 
basement and foundation this year. 
Excavating is completely done. We did it 
ourselves without any expense. Sand, we 
have our own, thus the basement and 
foundation when complete will cost 
$5,000 according to Mr. Mullen’s bid, 
the builder of St. Edward’s church on 
Woodland Avenue… We most humbly 
ask your Lordship’s kindness to approve 
the plans and specifications that we may 
commence to build it immediately.”

Archbishop Broglio is a priest of the Diocese of Cleveland having been 
ordained in 1977 and served as parochial vicar of St. Margaret Mary parish until 1979 
when he began his study and work for the Vatican Diplomatic Corp. Our Bishop 
Richard Lennon realized that very few of the clargy and faithful of the Diocese of 
Cleveland will be able to attend the Installation Mass in Washington D.C., so he has 
invited Archbishop Broglio to celebrate a Mass of Thanksgiving in Cleveland. On 
Sunday, 3 February 2008, at 3:00PM. Archbishop Broglio will be the celebrant and 
homilist of a Mass of Thanksgiving in the Cathedral of St. John the Evangelist. A 
public reception will follow immediately after Mass. Free parking will be available.  
      All of the faithful of the Diocese are invited to participate in this Mass. Let us 
continue to pray for Archbishop Broglio upon his new assignment serving the Lord 
and the Church in ministering to the brave men and women of our armed services.

      The poor in our community need help all year long, not just at Thanksgiving and 
Christmas.  The Gospel calls us to respond to the needs of the poor.  “Whatever you 
did for the least of my brothers or sisters, you did for me.”
