Our Lenten Retresat

“. .. 1f you confesswith your lipsthat Jesus
isLord and believe in your heart that God
raissd him from the dead, you will be
saved.” Romans10:9

This pas Wednesday we prayerfully
entered into the greet season of Lent. We
received ashes on our foreheads reminding
us dther of our common mortdity (* You
are dug and to dugt you shall return.”), or
cdling usto greater fiddity to our baptismd promises (“ Turn fromdn
and be faithful to the Gospd.”). This*springtime” of the Church year
iS our opportunity to recollect oursaves as a community and prepare
for the greatest feast of dl, Eadter.

Lent is desgned to have us look within — who am | before God?
Thisisthe question of eternity. We are often concerned about how we
look before other human beings — our spouse, children, parents, col-
leagues, dlassmates, boss, teammeates, and others These are tempora
questions— they dedl with time and pace, the hereand now. And, by
theway, redly do not matter in the face of eternity. Since we are made
for eternity — life with God — then our concentration of lifeisto be
properly focusad on the Lord. Not jugt “churchy” things, as good as
these may be. But on the Lord Jesus himsdif.

So, . Paul intoday’ s second reeding directsthe Roman Church to
look a itsdlf, and the individuds who comprise the community to look
a themsdlvesindividualy. Theword “confess’ we probably immedi-
aely refer to sn. And we certainly need to confess our Sins as the Bi-
ble teaches (see James 5:16). The notion of confessionin today’ s read-
ing isto admit our faith. In the early Church to confess that Jesusis
Lord was not only a reigious proclamation; it was dso a politica
Statement tantamount to treason because, in fact, the Romans condid-
ered the emperor to be the “lord” of the Roman Empire. Further-
more, to believethat God raised Jesus from the dead flew in the face of
the fatdism of the pagan religionsin the empire. It set one gpart from
the crowd. Eventudly, for the Chrigians this would mean probable
desth, thanksto the Emperor Nero (AD 65).

The Scriptures chalenge usto look & eternity. Wheredo | want to
goend eternity? If | want to gpend eternity with God (he certainly
wants that!) then | mugt orient my life to the Lord. Imperfect beings
thet we are we know we fail, we n. And g0, as Church, we move
together in common sorrow for our Sns. We confess our Sns and we
confess our faith in the lordship of Jesus Christ; we further confess thet
God raised him from the dead. Thisisthe path of salvation. God isnot
amply apart of our life; God is our very life. Heiswhy we get upin
the morning and go to bed a night; he is why we go to school and go
to work; he is why we marry and have families; he is why we choose
careers and change careers — we seek God in dl aspects of our life
We have before us the “mirror of eternity” (cf. St. Clare of Asss), the
Crossof Jesus, his desth and resurrection.

We are 0 blessed here at S Stanidaus Parish to have severd ap-
portunities to engage in the community work of turning to the Lord.
Our three catechumens today will be enrolled in the Book of the Elect
preparing for baptism together with hundreds from around the Diocese
of Clevdand; our candidates for confirmation and holy communion
aredso being prepared. We have multiple prayer opportunities during
Lent to direct our livesto God and 100k to eternity.

By our prayer, our fagting and our giving to the poor let us demon-
drate thet we believe that Jesus is Lord and thet that God raised him
from the dead!

Parish Pastoral Council Commission Reports
Tuesday, February 17, 2004

Community Life: The men’s and women'’s retreats were discussed. The women's
retreat is Saturday, February 28, in the morning; the men’s retreat is Saturday, March
13, after the 5 p.m. mass. Coffee and donut Sunday will resume in March because
the RCIA will be having a luncheon the last Sunday of February prior to going
downtown for the Rite of Election. Details are being set for the parish family picnic
in June.

Education Commission. The new monthly meeting date is the third Thursday of the
month.

Evangelization. A proposal and schedule for the Holiday Help Program was
brought before the PPC. After discussion, the PPC approved the program. The pro-
gram will begin during the Lenten season with a bulletin notice inviting parishioners
to attend.

Parish Organizations. The PTU discussed an increase in tuition for the next school
year; tuition will be raised from $2,500 to $3,000. Fr. Michael reported the school
budget should be balanced next year. The Dad’s Club continues plans for the Night
at the Races fundraiser; details will appear in the bulletin.

Worship. January’s Taize service was discussed with recommendations for various
symbols and for the candle-lighting segment. Next year, more effort will be made to
invite and involve neighborhood non-Catholic Christian congregations to participate
in the service for Christian Unity. It was recommended that the psalmists singing at
the liturgies be seated during the readings like the rest of the congregation. The mo-
ment of silence after each reading will be practiced as recommended by the GIRM
pronouncement. Lenten services were discussed.

Vibrant Parish Life. A summary of various group meeting dates and each group’s
current progress was presented. As various groups continue to meet, each is deter-
mining the value of the work being produced and whether each will continue to meet.

Report from the Pastor. Details regarding our parish being named the Shrine of St.
Stanislaus are continuing. The rectory project continues with a projected completion
date of October. Pledges and donations total $130,000, which is approximately one-
third of the needed amount. Central Catholic is pursuing its interest in the convent
building; the diocese is paying for an environmenta investigation. Groundbreaking
for new townhouses on East 65 Street will occur in spring.
