CASTING  STONES  
There are many, many stones in Jerusa-
lem.  They are all over the place. They are 
at  a hand’s distance at any given time. 
When I was at Bethphage one day, there 
was a group of youngsters.  A car began 
to come down the hill and all of a sud-
den, the Jewish youngsters were picking 
up stones in their hands to pelt at a car 
which they noticed had Arab plates. As 
the car passed with adults and children 

in them, they threw the stones as fast and as hard as they could.  
Fortunately, the car went by without any casualties. 
      During Jesus’ time it was customary to throw stones at a 
woman whom they would catch in the act of committing adultery, 
with the intention of killing her. “In the law, Moses ordered such 
women to be stoned.” (Jn. 8:5; Deut. 22-22-24)  Even at present,  some 
Muslims still execute women by stoning who have been found 
guilty of committing adultery. 
      In the Sacred Scriptures, in particular, in today’s gosple story, 
stoning is a form of capital punishment for the crime of adultery.  
“You shall not commit adultery,” was and continues to be the sixth 
commandment of the Lord.  For Christians, it is still a sin, a griev-
ous sin, when committed knowingly and willingly.  It is no longer 
punishable by physical death, but by a spiritual death, if one does 
not confess and repent. 
      In the story about the woman caught in adultery. Jesus did not 
condone her adulterous action. He did not condemn her, as if clos-
ing every door and window for repentance. He did not wish her 
eternal death, but willed  that she change and live eternally. Jesus 
provided her with an opportunity to repent by forgiving her sin.  
Her penance was to avoid that sin, which she would be able to do 
by accepting the power of Jesus’ forgiveness. She still needed to 
struggle with the sins she had committed over the years 
(presupposing that this sin was not a first-timer). The lack of con-
demnation on the part of Jesus and his forgiveness would enable 
her to change her pattern of identifying  her livelihood with adul-
tery. He willed that she become a new creature by the power flow-
ing from his resurrection, which would take place later.  Jesus 
willed that justice would NOT come from “the observance of the 
law but through faith in Jesus the Christ.” (Phil. 3: 8-14, 2nd Reading) Jesus 
grasped her personally. 
      Jesus is a pattern for the Church as a whole and for her me m-
bers to relate with sinners. Our work is NOT to condemn sinners 
(cast stones), but to open windows and doors for them to see Jesus, 
so that he may help them to recognize their sinful actions, find con-
fidence to confess them and  change their pattern of living.  not 
only in the  area of adultery but in other areas, such as sins coming 
from “the cravings of the flesh” or a self-centered ego. Among 
these St. Paul mentioned: “lewd conduct, impurity, licentiousness, 
idolatry, sorcery, hostilities, bickering, jealousy, outbursts of rage, 
selfish rivalries, dissentions, factions, envy, drunkenness, orgies 
and the like.”  St. Paul  believed — having been divinely in-
spired— that persons —with the help of the Christ’s Holy Spirit—
can convert (do a 360 degree turnaround) and bear the fruit of the 
spirit, which is “love, joy, peace, patient endurance, kindness, gen-
erosity, faith, mildness and chastity.” 
      Stones (the vehicle of condemnation and killing) need to be 
turned into building blocks of forgiving love.  Only in this way can 
the Christian community grow and expand.  Only in this way can 
civilizations endure and thrive.                    fr. cam

      Jedn¹ z piêknych opowieœci o etyce 
i wychowaniu jest anegdota o Herak-
licie. Opowiada o m³odych ludziach, 
którzy przyszli do starego mistrza 
Heraklita. Przywiod³a ich tutaj wielka 
s³awa filozofa. Pragnêli zatem od niego 
uczyæ siê m¹droœci. Spodziewali siê, ¿e 
spotkaj¹ go otoczonego gronem uc-
zniów. S¹dzili, ¿e zobacz¹ jak siedzi 
poœród nich w dostojnej w todze i 
naucza. Tymczasem zastali go niczym prostaka. Filozof siedzia³ na 
piecu chlebowym i grza³ siê, poniewa¿ by³a s³ota i zimno. 
M³odzieñcy poczuli siê dziwnie, chcieli odejœæ. Ale mistrz dostr-
zeg³ ich zawód i powiedzia³: nie odchodŸcie, tutaj tak¿e uobecniaj¹ 
siê bogowie. Kiedy mówi³ tutaj tak¿e u¿y³ s³owa ethos. Mia³o ono 
w staro¿ytnoœci kilka znaczeñ. U¿ywano go, gdy myœlano o bez-
piecznej kryjówce dzikiego zwierza albo gdy mówiono o dogod-
nym miejscu dla wzrostu roœliny i jej obfitym owocowaniu. Wy-
powiadano to s³owo tak¿e wtedy, kiedy chciano opisaæ najbardziej 
w³aœciwe œrodowisko i domostwo czyli optymaln¹ przestrzeñ dla 
¿ycia i rozwoju cz³owieka. W wychowaniu zatem chodzi o to, by 
zapewniæ takie wartoœci, które mog¹ tworzyæ najlepszy klimat i 
atmosferê, zw³aszcza dla duchowego rozwoju cz³owieka. Potem, 
jeœli cz³owiek zachowuje siê, nawet jak syn marnotrawny, to przy-
chodz¹ w jego ¿yciu takie momenty, ¿e pragnie do tych wartoœci 
powracaæ. Szczególnie, kiedy widzi, ¿e ju¿ zszed³ na manowce 
swego ¿ycia, ¿e zagubi³ prawdziw¹ wolnoœæ i radoœæ. Wa¿ne, aby 
te najcenniejsze wartoœci ukazaæ œwiadectwem swego ¿ycia, by je 
swym dzieciom i wychowankom zaszczepiæ.  

Mi³osierdzie 
Przed wyjazdem na rekolekcje do Cleveland uda³em siê do 

Sanktuarium Bo¿ego Mi³osierdzia w Krakowie-£agiewnikach. 
Przy drzwiach wejœciowych przeczyta³em prost¹ zachêtê Jana 
Paw³a II: B¹dŸcie Aposto³ami Bo¿ego Mi³osierdzia. W tym wiêc 
duchu przyby³em tutaj, by z radoœci¹ wieœciæ Wam Bo¿e 
mi³osierdzie, które jest wci¹¿ obecne wœró d nas przede wszystkim 
w Chrystusowych Sakramentach Pojednania i Eucharystii.  

Ewangelia dzisiejszej niedzieli jest wzruszaj¹c¹ histori¹. 
Opowiada o wielkiej radoœci kobiety, któr¹ Chrystus uratowa³ od 
strasznej kary i okrutnej œmierci przez ukamienowanie. Ale zdaje 
siê, ¿e szczêœcie tej kobiety by³o tym wiêksze, ¿e Jezus uwolni³ j¹ 
tak¿e z ciê¿arów jej w³asnych grzechów.  

Chrystus w dzisiejszej Ewangelii przestrzega nas przed tym, co 
przychodzi nam, byæ mo¿e, doœæ czêsto i z du¿¹ ³atwoœci¹. Mówi 
bowiem o tym, aby nikogo nie oskar¿aæ i by nie rzucaæ mocnych 
s³ów, które mog¹ zabijaæ niczym kamienie. Oto pisze na piasku 
grzechy tych, którzy oskar¿yli kobietê. Mo¿emy podejrzewaæ, ¿e 
pisa³ ich osobiste grzechy seksualne, zw³aszcza zdrady. Jeœli tak, to 
szybko odeszli, by siê nie kompromitowaæ.  

Niech ostrze¿eniem przed potêpianiem innych bêdzie mój 
w³asny grzech. Chrystus wci¹¿ zachowuje siê jak m¹dry wychow-
awca. Tak¿e dzisiaj wypisuje nasze grzechy na piasku. Jak 
wiadomo, gdyby je podaæ do publicznej wiadomoœci, mog³yby nas 
kompromitowaæ.
