PASTORAL MESSAGE SEPTEMBER 26, WRZESNIA 2004

Confessing our Faith
“ Fight the good fight of the faith; take
hold of the eternal life, to which you
were called and for which you made
the good confession in the presence of
many withesses.” 1 Timothy 6:12

Confesson? The origina under-
standing of the word “confession” in
the early Church meant to admit what
one believed. While it also meant the
confession of sin, which is mentioned in the New Testament
(cf. James 5:16), it primarily was the confession of faith —
namely, Timothy professng what he believed.

Prior to baptism, the catechumen would be asked to re-
nounce sin and Satan and then to affirm one's faith in God the
Father, in Jesus Christ and in the Holy Spirit and the Church.
This evolved into creeds (e.g. Apostles Creed). We till hear
this in the Rites of Baptism and Confirmation. “Do you re-
nounce Satan?’ . .. “Do you believe in God the Father al-
mighty, creator of heaven and earth?’ In the New Testament
we have the beginnings of professions of faith, or creeds.

“Jesus is Lord!” (1 Cor. 12:3) and “Jesus Christ is
Lord!” (Phil. 2:11) are most likely among the earliest creeds of
the Christian community of the 1st century. At the time of
Jesus' earthly ministry and the Twelve Apostles, the Roman
emperor was called Ho Kyrios (“The Lord”). Thiswas a both a
religious and political title. To call Jesus the Lord was a politi-
cal statement and countered the prevailing Roman belief that
the Roman emperor was divine — he considered himself a god!
Christians were persecuted for treason against the state for their
proclamation that Jesus was Lord.

In the early Church the profession of faith in Jesus Christ
separated a Jewish person from the synagogue and separated a
Gentile from pagan society as he or she had previously experi-
enced it. The profession, or confession, of faith was a deliber-
ate and very real change. The newly baptized believer could no
longer relate to the world as she or he had done before. Rather,
one had to face a potentially hostile society and to prepare for
potential suffering for being a Christian.

We make our profession of faith Sunday after Sunday and
on major feasts called solemnities (e.g. Christmas). | would ask
you to consider that when we make our weekly profession of
faith that we are in solidarity with the thousands upon thou-
sands, who through the centuries, shed their blood for Jesus and
his Church. Likewise, we stand in solidarity with those who
today suffer for their profession of faith in the Lord Jesus — in
southern Sudan, in several parts of India, in southeastern Asia,
in Egypt and in other parts of the world.

The divinely inspired author of today’s second reading ex-
horts Timothy to “ fight the good fight of the faith.” This good
fight is faithfulness to our confession of faith. Simply put, it
means that in the daily activities of life, especially in the diffi-
culties and struggles, we live out what we profess with our lips
at Mass.

We probably have all heard the adage, actions speak louder
than words. So it is with our faith — what good is it to profess
“faith” with our lips if, in fact, we do not follow through with
our actions? Are we ready to put our life on the line just like
our ancestors in the faith did and our brothers and sisters do
today?

Wielu ludzi ciagle sadzi, jak ow
bogacz z ewangelicznej przypowiesci, ze
doswiadczalny kontakt ze $wiatem, w
ktéry wchodza umarli, wptynalby
sposob zasadniczy na nasze zycie. Gdyby
kto z umarlych poszedl do nich, to si¢ nawrocq (Lk 16,30).
Chrystus przestrzega przed tym ztudzeniem: Jesli Mojzesza i
prorokow nie stuchajq, to chocby kto z umartych powstal, nie
uwierzq (Lk 16,31). Stowa Jezusa sa odpowiedzia dla tych
wszystkich, ktorzy twierdza, ze uwierzyliby w zycie poza-
grobowe, gdyby kto§ stamtad wrocit i przekonal ich. A patrzac
jeszcze szerzej na problem, jest to wyjscie naprzeciw tym, ktorzy
nieustannie szukaja sensacji w wierze, ktorzy ulegaja réznym
opiniom i thumaczeniom, “podniecajq si¢ nienaturalnymi zjawis-
kami”, we wszystkim widzac Bozy znak, a nie cha wierzy¢ temu,
co jest podstawa naszej wiary i wiedzy o Bogu. A przeciez to
wszystko zawarte jest w Stowie Objawionym czyli na kartach
Pisma $w. Jest tego wystarczajaco duzo, aby czlowiek mogt to
poznawaé, medytowac, a co najwazniejsze wciela¢ w zycie. Oc-
zywista, nie sugerujg tu, iz nie trzeba wierzy¢ w mozliwos¢ nadz-
wyczajnych Bozych objawien, cudownych interwencji. One maja
na pewno miejsce i przestania z nich plynace przyjmowac trzeba.
Ale nie ma tych zjawisk tyle, ile rozpalony umyst ludzki i
zwiazane z tym emocje chciatyby widzie¢ wokot siebie. Dlatego
nalezy z naciskiem przypomnie¢: Bog objawia nam siebie na-
jpetniej 1 najszerzej poprzez swoje slowo zawarte na kartach
Pisma $w.

Bogacz z ewangelicznej przypowiesci sadzi, ze wiara 1 uczci-
wo$¢ zycia oparte sa na przekonywujacych dowodach. Prosi
wigc Abrahama, by tych dowodow dostarczyl jego braciom, nie
liczacym si¢ z Bozym prawem w obecnym zyciu na ziemi. Abra-
ham, ojciec wszystkich wierzacych, przypomina, ze bracia
bogacza doskonale znaja stowo Boga przekazane przez Mojzesza
i prorokow; jesli wigc ono do nich nie trafia, to zadne inne
dowody im nie pomoga. Cud przemawia jedynie do ludzi otwar-
tych na mowg Boga.

Doskonaltym potwierdzeniem tej przypowiesci jest
zachowanie faryzeuszy po wskrzeszeniu Lazarza, ktory na stowo
Jezusa powstatl z grobu. Oni jednak i tak nie uwierzyli w Chrys-
tusa. W tym i innych przypadkach, rowniez bliskich naszemu
zyciu, przejawia si¢ zdumiewajaca tajemnica “odpornosci” ludz-
kiego serca na dziatanie Boga. Biblia nazywa to
“zatwardziatos$cig serca”. Skad ona si¢ bierze? Odpowiedz jest
dosy¢ prosta. Przyjgcie wartosci moralno-religijnych pociaga za
soba konieczno$¢ zmiany postgpowania.
