25. The worship of the Eucharist outside of the Mass is of inestimable value for the life of the Church. This worship is

gtrictly linked to the celebration of the Eucharistic Sacrifice. The presence of Christ under the sacred species reserved after
Mass — a presence which lasts as long as the species of bread and wine remain — derives from the celebration of the sacrifice
and is directed toward communion, both sacramental and spiritual. It is the responsibility of pastors to encourage, also by their
personal witness, the practice of Eucharistic adoration, and exposition of the Blessed Sacrament in particular, as well as prayer
of adoration before Christ present under the Eucharistic species.

It is pleasant to spend time with him, to lie close to his breast like the Beloved Disciple (cf. .Jn 13:25) and to fed the
infinite love present in his heart. If in our time Christians must be distinguished above all by the “art of prayer,” how can we not
feel arenewed need to spend time in spiritual converse, in silent adoration, in heartfelt love before Christ present in the Most
Holy Sacrament? How often, dear brothers and sisters, have | experienced this, and drawn from it strength, consolation and sup-
port!

This practice, repeatedly praised and recommended by the Magisterium, is supported by the example of many saints.
Particularly outstanding in this regard was St. Alphonsus Liguori, who wrote: “Of all devotions, that of adoring Jesus in the
Blessed Sacrament is the greatest after the sacraments, the one dearest to God and the one most helpful to us.” Ecclesia de
Eucharistia, #25, Pope John Paul I1

Nothing more need be said today — at least not to any of you. Let us direct our words and thoughts to Him exposed on
the altar where He waits for each of us.

PASTORAL MESSAGE

“Chrigt Jesus, Victor!

Chrigt Jesus, Ruler!

Chrigt Jesus, Lord and Redeemer!”
“For in Chrigt the fullness of God was
pleasad to dwell, and through him God
was pleased to reconcile all things,
whether on earth or in heaven, by mak-
ing peace through the blood of his
cross” Colossans1:20

The art of surrender. Surrender an art? Strategicaly that would
be a disaster. No military commander, no courtroom lawyer, no
political candidate, no coach of any team, ever wants to hear those
words!

Yet, that is precisdly what we celebrate today. Jesus Chrig,
Universa King, isthe consummate “surrenderer.” He surrendersto
the Father through his Passion and death; he surrendersto the injus-
tice of hismurderers, he surrendersto the grave. Hisisnot afatais-
tic resgnation. When Jesus says in the Garden of Gethsemani on
the night before he dies, “Father, not my will but yours be done”, he
is surrendering to Someone, the Father. Even though in Luke's
Gospd he sweats blood, Jesus bdieves in the Father’s purposes.
The fruit of this surrender? Resurrection!  Victory! Lifel For
whom? Certainly for the Lord himsdf — but the purpose of it dl is
our salvation.

The entire New Testament, in fulfillment of the Old, deals with
the reality of this paradox that surrender meansvictory. It seemsso
contradictory, but from the perspective of faith in God's Word it
makes sense.

Jesus Chrigt, Universal King can only be truly known through
the practice of the art of surrender. When we surrender to him, then
we know the transforming power of his resurrection. When we are
brought to the baptismal font, whether as infants or adults, we sur-
render to the life-giving power of God's action in our lives. Like-
wise, when we learn the art of surrender in our daily lives and dl
the struggle they entail, then we open oursdves to the transforming
power of God's saving love, the very power of his Kingdom.

Just ask any addict in recovery! Surrender is the Key to Vic-
toryl  Thisis not some fatalistic resgnation where we shrug our
shoulders and sigh, “God'swill!” Chrigtian life is anything but res-
ignation! It is surrender — an active surrender to what God wants
to do in us, through us, for us. Chrigtian lifeis an openness to God
and to the possibilities of God's Kingdom in our life, in the lives of
those whom we love, and even our enemies!

The victory that Jesus gives is reconciliation — with God and
with one another. What seems impossible to us, through Jesus, is
made possible. We can be forgiven and forgive (e.g. Our Father).

Our parish has needed to surrender to God in unimaginable and,
certainly, unexpected ways since Fr. William Gulas murder and the
fire-damaged rectory two years ago . From this surrender — not to
the evil which was so atrocioudy committed, but to God — we see
God working and acting in our parish community. Many people
find themsalves welcomed to our community. Praise God, severa
have found ahome here.

Speaking of home, the blessing of our parish rectory isasign of
the victory of the Lord Jesus Chrigt, Universal King to whom we
surrender everything. Heisour life; heisour hope. Heisthe foun-
dation and reason for our parish. The victory of Jesus cross and
resurrection is made manifest in our community as we surrender to
him. The more we surrender, the more he blesses.  That is what
we celebrate today.
